CONSENT AGENDA:  M. Smart moved, seconded by A. Nelson to approve the minutes from the August 13, 2012 regular EDA meeting.  Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None.  Absent: Person.
APPROVE AGENDA:  S. Tommerdahl moved, seconded by P. Dukleth to approve the agenda with the following additions: under New Business: A. Business Incentives. Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None.  Absent: Person.
REPORT OF OFFICERS & COMMITTEES:  Chairman’s Report:  No report.

Hendrum Rec Club:  A. Nelson reported that she met with Sara Nelson to turn the Rec Club over to the new group.

Secretary-Treasurer’s Report:  Financial Report and Payment of Claims:  The financial report and claims in the amount of $2,756.42 were presented and reviewed.  

M. Smart moved, seconded by M. Alm to approve the Financial Report and to pay claims in the amount of $2,756.42.  Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None.  Absent: Person.
Office 1 Rent:  N. Kjersten stated that Jyl Kolness had repainted office 1 and also purchased carpet for the floor, as the floor was left in poor shape.  Jyl had asked if the EDA would consider waiving the first month’s rent as she spent money out of her own pocket to paint the walls and also to cover the floor.  Discussion took place on the expenses and also the amount of damage that had been done to both the walls and floors.  Discussion also continued on updating lease agreements so that tenants are held liable for damages that happen while they are occupying an office.

M. Smart moved, seconded by P. Dukleth to waive the first month’s rent for Jyl Kolness, DBA Essential Healing, in the amount of $175.  Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Smart, and Tommerdahl.  Nay: None.  Absent: Person.

Parcel 29-4455001:  N. Kjersten stated that the attorney was making changes to the Quit Claim Deed for the property and that as soon as the City received the new one, Chairman Kolness and herself would be able to sign and the EDA’s name would be removed from the property.

OLD BUSINESS:  Landscaping:  Discussion took place on the possibility of having a community clean-up night to aid in the completion of the project on the corner of Highway 75 and Main Street.

Sign for Lots:  Chairman Kolness reported that measurements had been taken and the sign has been ordered for the Wild Rice Addition Lots.

Benches on Main Street: Discussion took place on how the Maintenance Department will make benches over the winter.

Commons area in Professional Building:  Discussion took place on how new lease agreements were being drawn up for each of the tenants in the Professional Building.  A. Nelson and J. Kolness will review the lease agreements to make sure everything is covered in the new lease agreements.  N. Kjersten will also research to see what other cities use for lease agreements.

Business Incentives:  Mayor Johannsen stated that there are building incentives in place for residential homes, but nothing in place for new businesses.  Discussion took place on putting together a new business incentive program.
