MAINTENANCE REPORT:  Waterline:  J. Johnson stated that the waterline to 353 Haylett Street North and to 354 Haylett Street North was completed on July 10, 2011.   

Pump Two at Lift Station:  J. Johnson stated that pump two at the lift station went down on July 9, 2011 and the pump is going to need to be repaired.  Discussion took place on the warranty and ND Sewage coming out to repair the pump within a week.

Diseased Elms:  M. Smart stated that there are more Elm trees showing signs of being diseased around the City.  Discussion took place on where diseased Elm trees are located and signs that indicate that a tree is diseased.  Discussion also took place on removing trees and how stump removal is at the expense of the property owner.

Park:  Mayor Johannsen stated that a complaint had been received on the park’s appearance.  Discussion took place on items that need to be cleaned up at the park and how these items are on a to-do list, but there has been little time to get out to the park and

stated that the City would like to continue work on the levy, as it is vital that the City is protected next spring in the case of flooding, but asked the WRWD to use their discretion and experience when it comes to the financials and the work on the levy project.
