LEVEE REPORT:  Mayor Johannsen handed out a letter from Jerry Bents, Houston Engineering, to Dave Zavoral, R.J. Zavoral & Sons, Inc.  The letter was a follow-up to the final inspection of the levee improvement project that took place on May 2, 2012 and listed items that required correction or additional work.  Discussion took place on the items in the letter.  Discussion continued on the lack of grass on the levee and how the grass needed to be reseeded.

MAINTENANCE REPORT: Hydrants:  J. Johnson reported that the fire hydrants had been flushed after the water had been chlorinated.

New Holland Tractor:  J. Johnson stated that the clutch had gone out on the tractor, and that the repairs are not under warranty.   
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Sentence to Serve:  N. Kjersten stated that Sentence to Serve would be coming to clean at the Hendrum Park within the next week, and a decision needed to be made on whether or not the City was going to provide lunch for the workers or if they wanted to pay the program to provide the lunches.

Upper Becker Dam Appeal:  Mayor Johannsen stated that the Wild Rice Watershed District had tabled Hendrum’s appeal at their May as the managers were waiting to hear from Mahnomen County on Raymond Hanson’s appointment.

Red River Flood Control Impact Group/Joint Powers Agreement (JPA): No report.
Post Office:  Mayor Johannsen stated that the Postmaster General had made the decision not to close any post offices, but instead they would be shortening the business hours of post offices.  Hendrum’s Post Office will be going down to four business hours a day.
Job Contracts/Evaluations:  Mayor Johannsen reminded Council Members to get their employee evaluations turned in as soon as possible, either to himself or the City Office.
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National Night Out:  Mayor Johannsen gave an update of different organizations and activities that he would like to see at the event.  A National Night Out committee meeting will be set up so further planning can take place.

Community Clean Up Night:  Discussion took place on different projects and what needed to be done for them to take place.

NEW BUSINESS:  Fire Contract with Hendrum Township:  Discussion took place on renewing the Fire Contract with Hendrum Township.

The City will not purchase letterhead, but will use the current electronic letterhead, printed in black and white.

Main Street Flowers:  Discussion took place on how the Rec Club and the Hendrum EDA are going to split the cost of flowers for Main Street.

Stash’s Request:  Discussion took place on the possibility of leasing Evergreen Addition to Stash Hempeck.  Stash will be asked to bring more information on his plans to a future meeting.

Farmer’s Market:  N. Kjersten stated that Heidi Mann had asked if she could hold the Farmer’s Market in front of the Hendrum Fire Hall again this summer.  The farmer’s market would be held on Monday evenings.
