Payment of Claims:  N. Kjersten presented the claim list in the amount of $539.93.  Discussion took place on having Chairman Kolness pick up the baseboards and having Joey Jensen install them.  MOTION:  S. Tommerdahl moved, seconded by P. Dukleth to have Chairman Kolness pick up the baseboards.  Aye: Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Person, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None. Absent: Alm.  MOTION:  M. Person, seconded by M. Smart to have Joey Jensen install the baseboards.  Aye: Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Person, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None. Absent: Alm.  Claims for Joey Jensen’s invoice, a total of $1,018.00 ($800.00 for work done in the Professional Building; $200.00 to put baseboards on; and $18.00 for the cost of supplies for finishing up the Professional Building); Carpet Garage, in the amount of $3,115.60 (for the flooring for the lobby area, the southeast office, and the hallway in between the southeast office and the lobby).  
P. Dukleth moved, seconded by M. Smart to pay the claims in the amount of $4,673.53, which includes Joey Jensen’s invoice of $1,018.00; and the Carpet Garage invoice of $3,115.60 in addition to the original claims list of $539.93. Skeen stated his plans were to become a trucking broker with a goal of up to 10 trucks and then over the next three years, expanding to over 25 trucks.  Skeen stated that he would like to put up an office with two shop bays for his business and would like to offer his employees a relocation bonus after one year of employment.  Discussion took place on the incentive list that the City offers.  A public hearing will be held on Monday, April 15, 2013 at 6:30 PM in the Professional Building Boardroom.  Discussion took place on Skeen’s proposal of $5,000.00 Lots 1- 6 of the Evergreen Addition.  MOTION: A. Nelson moved, seconded by M. Person to sell Lots 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6 of the Evergreen Addition to Steven Skeen for the amount of  $5,000.00, with a payment plan of $2,000.00 down, a second payment of $2,000.00 within sixty days of the first payment, and the final payment of $1,000.00 within thirty days of the second payment, upon the approval after the Public Hearing on April 15, 2013.
