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Michael Reyes’ hours were also discussed in regards to PERA qualifications.  No action is required as he was seasonal and an emergency employee of the City.
Discussion took place on allowing Department Heads to have authority to hire in emergency situations.

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  M. Smart stated that during the flood the siren had short-circuited and the whole control panel was sent in for repair.  During the Memorial Day storm, the siren should have sounded, but the City was waiting to receive the control panel back from Mid State Wireless.  Discussion took place on installing a back-up siren and pole.  Discussion also took place about the siren that the City currently owns and how the siren will not function off of a generator in the event of a power failure.
Church:  J. Johnson stated that there is a benefit for Immanuel Lutheran Church that is in the planning process right now and was wondering if the Fire Department would be willing to help out.
