Mayor Curt Johannsen called a special meeting of the Hendrum City Council to order at

S. Tommerdahl.  Also attending were N. Kjersten, Clerk; Dustin Reinhart, resident.  Absent: 
K. Kjersten.
Following the call to order, the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The purpose of the Special Meeting was to make a decision on the Conditional Use Permit for Simplot based upon the recommendations of the Hendrum EDA; review and make a decision on Dustin Reinhart’s building permit request; approve the claim amount from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust for the damage from the June 2013 hailstorm; and to make a decision to advertise for bids for structure repairs for the buildings damaged during the storm.
Council reviewed the recommendation of the EDA in regards to the Conditional Use Permit for Simplot.  

MOTION:  M. Alm moved, seconded by S. Tommerdahl to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Simplot to place two fertilizer storage tanks on parcel 29-4469001.

Dustin Reinhart stated that he is planning on putting up a shop on the property west of his home. Reinhart also stated that he would like to use the tin from the previous building, but would be putting on a new roof.  Discussion took place on possible ways to connect water and sewer to the building and also on how Reinhart plans on fencing the property.

Discussion continued on how the City would like to bid for each project (Fire Hall, City Shop, Professional Building, the Hendrum Park Pavilion, and the Hendrum Park Shelter) separately.  Discussion also took place on getting bids for both shingles and steel roofing for the Hendrum Park Pavilion and Hendrum Park Shelter.
MOTION:  S. Tommerdahl moved, seconded by M. Alm to advertise for sealed bids to be turned into the City Office no later than 5:00 PM on August 12, 2013 each project would be bid out separately (Fire Hall, City Shop, Professional Building, the Hendrum Park Pavilion, and the Hendrum Park Shelter).
