Flowers on Main: Discussed more on availability of plaques/planter signs for sponsorship recognition.

King of Trails: The Highway 75 King of Trails Market Day had 21 vendors. The base rate was $5 per vendor. Most vendors were interested in participating next year. Discussion took place on changing the date so that it doesn’t take place during Fun in the Flatlands.
NEW BUSINESS: 
Statewide Freight Business Plan: M. Alm attended a MnDOT training session to pair city officials with small businesses to determine how to identify and help expand the needs of transportation for the area. He will continue to work with MnDOT to see what develops.
Pop-up Store: There has been communication from area vendors interested in potentially renting a space for a month for a pop-up store during the Holidays. The general consensus was to agree to temporary rental at the current rates for the empty office spaces.
Business Incentives: A question was raised about what incentives have been offered in the past. The EDA has beauty shop equipment for use for anyone interested in opening up a salon. 
Nelson Request: Matt and Angie Nelson have expressed interest in building on two (2) lots in the Wild Rice Addition. A public hearing will be scheduled for October 12, 2015 at 6:00 p.m.
Land Purchase: Brian Borgen has submitted an offer of $1000 to purchase the lots located at 360 Rice Street and 364 Rice Street. Discussion occurred over the current valuation of the properties.
