Ryan Snyder Culvert:  Discussion took place on taking out the culvert located at Snyder’s property, as Snyder is abandoning the driveway and would like to take out the driveway and culvert.  J. Johnson will make arrangements with Snyder to take out the culvert.

Skeen:  Discussion took place on Sue Skeen’s request to add a semi-circle driveway on the lot at the corner of Haylett Street and Gordon Street.  The request was also to add a culvert on Gordon Street, possibly replace the culvert in the current driveway on Haylett Street, and to add water and sewer to the shop.  Discussion took place on what the charge would be for the water bill as no one would be living there.  The rate would be the same as a residential hook-up, except if garbage was not picked up, the garbage fees could be deducted.  Vacation rates would apply for the months when water was shut off, which is $30.00 for the Water and Sewer Improvement bonds.  Mayor Johannsen will talk to Skeen and ask for a site plan.
