LEVEE REPORT: Resolution 2012-13, WRWD Easement: Mayor Johannsen stated that the WRWD would like the City to pass an easement to allow the WRWD access to the City owned land within Project  #44 City of Hendrum Flood Control Levee, so that the WRWD would be able to maintain and make repairs as needed in the future.  Discussion took place.

MOTION:  K. Kjersten moved, seconded by M. Smart to pass Resolution 2012-13, to pass a permanent easement and right-of-way to the WRWD to perform present and future repairs and maintenance regarding Project #44 Hendrum Flood Control Levee with the condition that an amendment is added so that the WRWD cannot remove any trees within the project without the City’s prior approval.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  No report.
MAYOR’S REPORT:  Local Board of Appeal & Equalization Meeting: 

Mayor Johannsen stated that the City was in violation of the Open Meeting Law for the 2012 Local Board of Appeal and Equalization Meeting as there was not a quorum present.  As a result, the City has lost their ability to hold the Local Board of Appeal and 
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Equalization Meeting for 2013, but can hold the meeting in 2014 as long as conditions are met and a resolution is passed for the request and turned into the County Assessor by December 1, 2013.  In addition Mayor Johannsen stated that he and Mick Alm have taken the certified training which is required by the state in order for the City to hold their own local Board of Appeal and Equalization Meeting.

PAL/100-Year Flood Maps:  Mayor Johannsen stated that he along with Kevin Ruud, administrator WRWD, and Jerry Bents, Houston Engineering, were on a conference call with Roger Denick, FEMA, concerning how Hendrum’s new levee will be depicted on the upcoming Norman County MN Flood Insurance Rate Maps.  Hendrum was turned down for a Provisionally Accredited Levee designation (PAL) due the fact the roads at the access points coming into Hendrum are below the 100-year level.  Having the roads at the 100-year level or above is a requirement for certification.  The mayor is working with WRWD, MNDOT, Norman County, and other agencies trying to get the necessary road raises for levee certification so that residents will not have to carry flood insurance when the new 100-year flood maps go into effect. 

Refinance Debt:  Mayor Johannsen stated that he has been looking into different ways possibly to refinance the City’s debt in order to help alleviate the debt payments for the City.  Discussion took place on the debt that the City is carrying and the interest rates on the different bonds.

MAINTENANCE REPORT: Furnace:  Discussion took place on how the furnace in the shop needs repairs and also on getting quotes for a new furnace.  The old furnace is operated by fuel oil and it would be more economical to replace with a propane furnace.  J. Johnson will get quotes for the next council meeting.

Snow Fence:  Discussion took place on how the levee is now further back and how snow dikes could be made instead of placing the snow fence to prevent drifting along 

West Gordon Street.

 FIRE DEPARTMENT:  M. Smart stated that the Fire Department will be holding Santa Days in December.

 POLICE DEPARTMENT:  No report.

PARK UPDATE:  J. Johnson winterized the park.  A meeting will be held at the December meeting with the township to go over items relating to the park.

OLD BUSINESS:  Zoning Ordinance/Outdoor Sales Lots:  Tabled for future work session.

Nuisance Ordinance:  Nuisance violations were discussed and further action will take place.
FM Diversion:  No report.

Red River Flood Control Impact Group/Joint Powers Agreement (JPA): No report.
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Job Contracts/Evaluations:  Evaluations will be held Monday, November 19, 2012 for City Employees.

Community Gardens: Discussion took place on how the garden plots need to be dug up and also on setting the rental price for a growing season at $20.00/plot.

Building and Rental Inspector:  Discussion took place on setting up a public meeting in January in regards to hiring Brad Bail, Indepth Inspections, for the City’s Building and Rental Inspector.

2013 Budget/Cost of Living Increases:  Discussion took place on how City Employees have been receiving a 3% cost of living increase every other year and last year did not receive an increase.  Figures will be sent to council so that a decision may be made at the December council meeting.

Boat Landing:  Discussion took place on since the three flood buy-out parks have been named after early property owners that it would be nice to name the boat landing as well. M. Smart stated the boat landing used to be where the Canning Ferry crossed the river and suggested naming the boat landing Canning Landing.
