Alm also reported that 2010 claims with FEMA have been closed out and will be distributed when the breakdown of the funds is given to N. Kjersten. 

DIKE REPORT:  The WRWD in conjunction with the Sandhill Watershed District are trying to get the state of Minnesota to fund city dike improvement projects to a 100-year level plus 3-foot of freeboard instead of the original 100-year level plus 1-foot.  If this happens, Hendrum could see a savings on the construction cost of the new levy since the City originally agreed to split 50-50 with the state the extra cost of building 2 feet above the State’s originally funded 100-year plus 1-foot of freeboard. 

Zavoral’s have moved their equipment in, and may be willing to use the equipment to aid the City in the potential 2011 flood fight.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  Well Update:  J. Johnson reported that training for the new utility billing system is scheduled for March 22 and 23, 2011 for the Maintenance Department and City Clerk.   

Council reviewed Change Order No. 2 to Thein Well, Inc. in the amount of $3,515.23 and Partial Payment No. 4 in the amount of $18,370.72; with a breakdown of: $15,570.72 to Thein Well, Inc.; and $2,800.00 Moore Engineering, Inc.

FM Diversion:  Mayor Johannsen stated that the design for the diversion has changed, but it will still hold water upstream in order to virtually eliminate downstream impacts, but the USACE still anticipates there to be some downstream impact.  The next Metro Meeting is set for March 30, 2011.   

Red River Downstream Flood Control Group/Joint Powers Agreement (JPA):  Mayor Johannsen stated that the JPA held their first meeting on March 10, 2011.  At the meeting officers were elected and Mayor Johannsen was elected as chairman.  A checking account will be opened in the JPA’s name and donations that are being held in the General Fund will be transferred to the JPA’s new bank account.

Upper Becker Dam Appeal:  Mayor Johannsen attended a landowner meeting in Ogema on February 23, 2011 concerning the Upper Becker Dam Project D.  WRWD managers and their engineer gave an update on the status of Project D.  
Hometown Aditude- Mayor Johannsen reported that the School Board decided to table any decision on assisting in funding of the advertising of Hendrum.  Northwestern Bank is donating $500.00 for this year and $500.00 for each of the following two years to help with the cost for promoting the City of Hendrum.  Mayor Johannsen stated that he signed the contract with Hometown Aditude. 

Vehicles on Dike- Discussion took place on how to minimize traffic on the dike.  This is going to be extremely important when the new dike is built, as traffic compromises the structure and integrity of the dike.

Flood Declaration:  Discussion took place regarding the need to renew the declaration of a state of emergency for the 2011 spring flood to be effective March 16, 2011 through April 14, 2011.

Johnson stated that: the City has 32,000 bags, 25 rolls of plastic, and 30 shovels; and that the generators and pickups are ready. M. Smart stated that the City is getting satellite maps and that the Salvation Army will bring supplies prior to flooding.  The Corps of Engineers is on hold until the next flood forcast report.  

Sale of West Acres Commercial Lots: Discussion took place on what Terry Guttormson would have to do in order to obtain water and sewer services for the West Acres Addition Lots 1, 2, 3, and 4 and how Terry would like a copy of the setback requirements.
