Street Lights:  Mayor Johannsen stated that there was an article on replacing mercury vapor yard lights in the Sparks magazine that the Red River Valley Cooperative (RRVC) puts out.  Johannsen explained that the RRVC will be increasing the rates for mercury vapor yard lights from $8 to $10 a month, due to a cost of service study on these lights that the RRVC performed.  Mercury vapor lights are no longer installed or serviced due to a federal law that will soon ban these lights.  Members who have mercury vapor lights may chose to change to a high-pressure sodium or metal halide lights free of charge, to keep from having to pay the higher rate.  Johannsen stated that by switching thirty-two of the RRVC owned lights within the City limits, the City would save $768.00 per year.  Discussion took place.

MOTION:  M. Alm moved, seconded by K. Kjersten to approve the Red River Valley Cooperative to replace the thirty-two mercury vapor lights with thirty-two metal halide lights.
