Suggested that several inspections be done in one day or with a neighboring city.  This would save on mileage.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  M. Hall presented the Financial Report for review.

MOTION DECLARED PASSED.
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M. Hall, Treasurer, submitted her resignation, effective July 31, 2010, after 39 years as city treasurer.

FLOOD REPORT:  No update.

DIKE REPORT:  Mayor Johannsen informed Council that there will be funding for the dike to a l00-year flood level plus one foot of freeboard.  He stated that we need three feet of freeboard to have adequate protection.  Johannsen stated that the extra two feet of freeboard would cost an additional $250,000.  The council agreed that the best option for Hendrum is to go forward with raising the dike another two feet, for a total of three feet and split the cost difference 50-50 between the city and the Minnesota Department of Resources (DNR). 

Johannsen hoped this would be done as a special assessment to the residents of the City for twenty years, rather than ten years.  This is the proposed plan that the council will suggest to the residents at the final hearing on June 15, 2010.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  Wild Rice Addition/Mapping:  T. Hajicek, City Engineeer, informed council that there are still monies in the construction account at Regions Bank from the Wild Rice Addition.  Originally these monies were held back for removing those lots from the Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM).  Due to the remapping efforts proposed to be done by the Minnesota Department of Resources, (DNR), it was decided at the time to wait for the outcome of that project.  Since then many things have changed and we are still awaiting the outcome of those mapping efforts.  There is $13,416.53 remaining in the account.  The city can request a disbursement of this amount or have the balance applied to the debt service on the loan.  Additionally, Moore Engineering has an invoice in the amount of $1,442.47 for work, which has been completed to date on this project.

MOTION:  M. Alm moved, seconded by K. Kjersten, to have the money refunded to the city, pay the invoice from Moore Engineering and to pay the Tax Increment Financing (TIF) debt service.

MAINTENANCE REPORT:  Highway #75 Ditch Clean-out:  The County did this project and completed it.

2009 Flood Projects:  Boat Landing:  As soon as the river recedes, riprap will be hauled in.  Wainwright Property:  Class 5 gravel will be placed as soon as the property dries up.  Lagoon Fence:  This will be completed as soon as the road dries up going into the lagoon area.  Red Rock/Park:  It would cost about $300 to bring in a load of rock.  Council gave the go-ahead to complete this project.

Z930A Mower:  The new mower was in for repair and new rings were installed.  This work was done under warranty and seems to be working properly.

Tractor:  Titan contacted the city that they had received a NH TD95D Tractor and Loader, Model T820TL, in on a trade-in and would take the city’s current tractor and loader for $25,000 to boot.  Council felt this was too good of a deal to pass up.  There was no warranty with it.
